
*(kindergarten) demonstrate an understanding of human resources and capital goods by
 

writing about a human resource and the capital goods used in their job.
 

*(fifth grade) use technology to produce a story web on human resources and the capital
 

goods they use.
 

*(fifth grade) participate in a game based upon the use ofproductive resources.
 

*(kindergarten) draw an example of each productive resource and write how it is used to
 

produce a good or provide a service.

Materials Illustrating a natural resource 

*Day 1: chart ofeconomic terms previously introduced, paper, pencils, markers, crayons, one 

computer per multi-age group, "Kidspiration" software computer program 

*Day 2: chart ofeconomic terms, paper doll, pencils, crayons, scrap paper, writing paper, one 

computer per fifth grade student, pre-cut hat & parent letter (providing information about the 

career day) for entire student body 

*Closure: Career Day, by: Lizzy Rockwell, decorated hats and productive resource page 

*Assessment: Kindergarten worksheet "Productive Resources", (fifth grade) a variety of cards 

with examples ofeach productive resource-at least a fifteen per resource 

Procedure 

Day 1: 1. Write natural resources on chart ofeconomic terms. Have a brief class discussion 

natural resources. Explain to the students that natural resources are "gifts ofnature". Create a 

list ofnatural resources. 



2. Divide students into multi-age small groups. Students will draw a representation oftheir
 

natural resource and intermediate goods produced.
 

3. Fifth grade students will partner with kindergartners in the computer lab and produce a
 

"Kidspiration" story web on their natural resource. Share and display in hallway.
 

Day 2: 1. Lead the students in a discussion of "What I want to be when I grow up?"
 

Introduce human resource and capital goods. Explain that a human resource can produce a
 

good or service and that the goods used to make other goods and services are called capital
 

goods. Students will brainstorm examples ofeach.
 

2. Each student will decide what human resource they want to be when they grow up by
 

completing the sentence, 1am a _. Trace and decorate a paper doll. Draw and label the
 

capital goods that the human resource would use. Share within small groups. Explain at home
 

activity by displaying example ofpre-cut hat and parent letter. Allow 4/5 days to complete.
 

3. Kindergartners will write about the human resource they chose, including capital goods
 

used. Using "Kidspiration" on the computers the fifth grade students will produce a report
 

that includes their human resource and capital goods used as well as definitions ofterms.
 

Closure:
 

A fifth grade student will read the book Career Day, on the morning broadcast. During a
 

school wide hat parade each student will share his/her hat by announcing "I am a _. I
 

provide a _ (good or service). Each teacher may need to provide time for those students
 

who did not return their hat to complete one in class.
 

Assessment:
 

(Kindergarten) - Distribute Kindergarten worksheet "Productive Resources". Students will
 

draw an example ofeach productive resource and write about how it is used to produce a good
 

or provide a service. Correct any misconceptions. Place in economic portfolio.
 



(Fifth Grade) The students will use economic terms to playa game where they will categorize 

themselves into productive resources and then explain their use in production.

Try not to add too
 
much weight to the hat. For example, if your choice is a
 
baker; some capital goods might be pans, oven, spatula, tins,
 
sink, etc. Some natural resources might be eggs, water,
 
sugar, etc. Complete the form attached and return this along
