
6. Tell the students: 
"We know that employees earn money called a salary." 
"We know that employees spend their money." 
"Let's think about the following questions." 

• What is the purpose ofmoney? 
• How do you use money? 
• How do your parents use money?
 

Explain to students that our goal is to contact the employees associated with the
 
ballpark to detennine where they, as consumers, spend their earned income. Provide
 
teacher guidance in producing the questionnaire. Mail or email the finished product to
 
the predetennined recipients. Begin Session 2 when all surveys have been returned

Session 2 . 
1.	 Show students a sample flowchart worksheet and explain any necessary tenns. 

Divide students into groups and provide each student with a copy of one ofthe 
employee surveys. Students will use the internet (Google images) to locate icons 
from the employee's questionnaire. These icons will be used to represent the 
consumer's spending on the flowchart. 
2. Provide each student with a photo and icon oftheir assigned employee and one 
of hislher employer. Students will construct the flowchart by attaching all icons 
beside the appropriate heading. For students that require additional time, this 
activity can be completed individually as seatwork. 

Session 3 
1.	 Tell the students: 

"Let's look at our flowcharts and see where our consumers are spending their 
income in the community to satisfy their wants and needs." 

"Let's evaluate how the ballpark has helped local businesses increase their profit." 
Allow time for different groups of students to evaluate and analyze their data. They 
should think, pair, and share with several different groups. Students will discuss 
commonalities and differences that they discover among the consumers. They will cite 
specific examples. 
Groups will discuss and respond to the following questions: 

• "Which icons represent wants?" 
• "Which icons represent needs?" 
• "Are there any icons that could be both a want and a need?" 
•	 "Why does each flowchart show that Springdale Water is the source for their 

water?" 
•	 "How does the number ofchoices for a good or service affect the decisions 

consumers make?" 



• "Are there any local goods or services that you feel we have too many to 
choose from?" 

Closure 
1.	 After evaluating the flowcharts, reiterate the positive impact that the ballpark provided 

for the local economy. 
2. Display the flowcharts and provide appropriate feedback to individual students. 

Assessment 
1.	 Students will complete 4-square docwnentation ofmastery of the economic 

vocabulary. 
2. Students will write essays to express their learning. 

Extension Activities 
Students will use The Morning News to fmd articles and photos pertaining to the 

ballpark's impact on the community. 
Students will use photos ofall employees surveyed to complete a chart entitled "Human 

Resources at the Ballpark." 
Students will use their artistic talents to complete an additional "Hwnan Resources at the 

Ballpark". This chart will highlight employees that students observed but 
were not included in the initial survey. Discussions will lead to the 
students' understanding that every employee at the ballpark is a conswner 
and therefore impacts the local economy. 

Students will study related word forms such as employ, employment, and unemployment. 
A word wall will display all identified forms ofthe word. This will 
provide all students, but especially the English Language Learners, with a 
quick reference of the targeted words.
